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FEAST OF ST. BAKHITA 
 On February 8th,  we will celebrate the feast of 
Saint Bakhita. The Canossian Sisters and the Lay Ca-
nossian will celebrate this day with a special Mass at 
9:00 am followed by a reception. All are welcome to 
attend this celebration. 
St. Bakhita  SLAVE, with a free heart 
This is amazing if we think of the fright she suffered, 
the atrocities she endured, the repeated sorrowful ex-
periences, the anguish of solitude, of separation from 
loved ones and from whoever could inspire in her a 
sense of security and optimism. She harbored tremen-
dous strength of soul for a child abducted at the age of 
nine and terrorized to the point of not being able to 
remember her own name, her age, nor her family 
name. She could only recall an identical terrifying 
scene—the abduction of her sister the year before and 
how it was her first experience of anguish in life, till 
then so serene. 
 During the very difficult years of slavery, 
Bakhita remained faithful to the principles of a clear 
conscience, revealing a great strength of soul, wisdom 
and equilibrium. She subdued her natural boldness, 
without losing the sense of human dignity; she was 
docile and submitted herself towards her companions 
who shared the same misfortune. When she was hun-
gry, she never thought of stealing food, even when she 
was not watched. “They are not my things; they be-
long to the master”. Led by circumstances, she even 
observed the Islamic feast called Ramadan. Perfect in 
features, of smooth complexion, she suffered physi-
cally by order of a master who was anxious lest the 
slave become more beautiful than his wife. For years 
she was forced to absolute nudity, a sign of her servant 
condition, but she never committed an impure act. 
Bakhita was never outraged by her masters nor her 
companions, despite the promiscuity that existed 
among the slaves, who passed nights locked together 
in a small room, sleeping on the bare earth. Natural 
honesty seems insufficient to explain such integral be-
havior. If we add that neither the inhuman ill treat-
ment, nor the unjust punishments dictated by the 
whim and fancy of the masters, 
not even the barbaric tattooing 
aroused in her any sense of hate or 
bitterness.  Bakhita, before know-
ing Christ, carried the cross, re-
ceived in her body the wound of 
the Passion, which is metaphysical 
reality overflowing from Calvary 
beyond every boundary of time 
and space, even beyond the visible 
Church of the baptized.

In a concrete expression of solidarity with 
the victims of the earthquake in Haiti, the thousands 
of priests and a hundred bishops generously 
dropped in their donations as collection baskets 
were passed around during Mass at the plenary hall 
of the World Trade Center. The special collection 
yielded 988,675.35 pesos or $21, 500, and was done 
during the morning Mass on the third day of the 
congress.  

I also attended the University of Santo 
Tomas Alumni Priests’ Reunion where our batch 
was being honored as Silver Jubilarians. Wow,  25 
years of priesthood! That’s what I am going to cele-
brate next year.  

So far, my momentary stay in the  Philip-
pines was an inspiration. After all, we all want to 
get inspired to continue on.
