Two thumbs up for the 61st Annual St.

As much as
I was impressed with the food and the
party, I was also enthused and overawed
by those who prepared for that wonder-
ful and very successful dinner. I saw a
community working together from our schoolteachers,
the extended care group and students, who decorated
the place the day before, to the Sports Committee, par-
ent and parish volunteers, who did the clean up the fol-
lowing day.

Without the thought of heaven, our life would be mean-
ingless; our journey is incomplete.

May we look forward to that ‘Sopas” Dinner in
the Heavenly kingdom prepared by our Father who
says to us, “Failte!”

About our Cover:

On the fourth Sunday of Lent, the gospel is
taken from John 9:1-41 which tells of how Jesus
heals a man who was blind from birth. This ancient
sculpture from a 4th-century Christian sarcophagus
in the Vatican Museum depicts the scene.

It is a story significant for Lent because the
catechumens who were to be baptized at Easter
were akin to those who were blind but they were
now being illumined by Christ's teachings. Simi-
larly, as the man in the gospel was asked to bathe
himself in the pool of Siloam, so the catechumens
were to be baptized and so come to recognize Jesus
as Son of God.
