"From then on, it was hit the ball, drag John, 
hit the ball, drag John till the 18th hole," was his  
excuse! 
 
With the Holy Week behind us, there will be a lot of 
us going back to our daily lives, dragging the lifeless 
body of Christ as we go about our usual ways and 
days once again, as if nothing happened. Something 
happened that first Easter morning, but for some of 
us, it was something that happened some 2,000 
years ago, and that was that. 
 
This reminds me of a story about a priest who 
greeted his congregation thus: "I wish you all a 
Happy Easter!
