I'm writing this article from Malibu.
That’s sounds fun! I've been used to see-
ing a gray ocean, their ocean here is blue.
This is the hangout of celebrities party-
ing at the beach, surfing or even shore-
line fishing. I wish that was what I was
here for. I am not with “celebrities” right now, but
I'm in the company of “celibates.” New pastors from
the different Archdioceses and Dioceses of California
are convening for the second time for the New Pastors
Program, which is being held at the Serra Retreat Cen-
ter in Malibu, which is run by the Franciscan Friars.

Fr. Dan Nascimento (St. Brendan), Fr. Ulysses
D’Aquila (St. Kevin) and I drove to Malibu Monday
morning. Since we arrived an hour early, we decided
to leisurely walk or stroll by the ocean. While we were
having that little “Paseo de Malibu,” I was also having
my own “FAZeo.” | was entertaining some thoughts
about a robber who would attack us with a gun.

How I wish
to sleep with an empty head without thinking about
that troubled soul who confessed to me that morning,
the families of a dying parishioner whom I visited that
afternoon, or a complaint by a parishioner that seemed
to linger too long in my head.

Yet in all these, the goodness of God and the
goodness of His people have always been my sleeping
tablet. Why do I need to worry, there is God and there
is you!

For some time, there have been missing chairs
in the chapel because the cushion’s coverings have
been torn. Maureen O’Sullivan came to the rescue with
the help of Mike Carr and Edwin Moriarty. This is just
one example of God’s goodness and of His people. Af-
ter our parish secretary, Colleen, wrote a letter to
the chair company, they responded by surprising us
with a box loaded with new chair cushions!

With empty hands, we receive the Lord. God is
good! God is great! All the Time!

[I pray] that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ...may give
you a spirit of wisdom and revelation resulting in knowledge
of him (Ephesians 1:17).
I saw this happen once. My friend Monique was in the
hospital. She wasn’t in her room when I visited her. I
waited, and then I heard an announcement that a
prayer meeting was about to start. I guessed she’d
gone to the chapel, so I went to join her. Monique was-
n’t there, but I stayed, expecting to see her and think-
ing I could pray for her and the other people gathered.
While waiting, I talked to another patient who sat next
to me. She told me she knew she’d die in the next day
or so. I was stunned by the calm way she described
what she saw ahead. She had a look—a peace —on her
face that I can only describe with the words Saint
Stephen used in Acts 7:55: “filled with the holy Spirit,
[he] looked up intently to heaven and saw the glory of
God and Jesus standing at the right hand of God.”
That gaze Stephen’s gaze —was what I saw in this
woman’s eyes.
As I sat and prayed with her, the grace she lived in
invited me to say something I'd never said to anyone
else. “When you're in heaven, say hello to my mother.”
I didn’t feel strange or maudlin or silly. In a matter-of-
fact way, I knew the message would be delivered. This
woman, whose name I can’t remember, became a sim-
ple, powerful teacher in my life, though I only talked
to her once (in this life). She lived in the wisdom and
revelation of Christ, and through her, Christ connected
me to the communion of saints.
