 Scientists and theologians sometimes work 
the same cases. 
 A friend of mine finished his graduate stud-
ies and did a year of postdoctoral work in the 
northwest. He’s a moral theologian specializing 
in medical ethics. 
 He’s no armchair coach, looking at life from 
the sidelines: Not long after ordination, he spent 
time as a hospital chaplain, and he’s done night-shift 
ride-alongs with police officers, learning about 
human nature from people on the street as well as 
from those in the squad cars. 
 He also worked in a facility that housed 
criminal offenders undergoing psychiatric treat-
ment, spending hours in group sessions led by the 
prison’s psychiatrist. At times they discussed inner 
voices they had followed, voices that had led them 
to commit crimes. 
 My friend remembered vividly one conver-
sation with the doctor after a meeting. My friend 
said, “These men hear voices. The founder of my 
religious order heard voices. From a psychiatric 
point of view, how do we know whether to lock 
people up or call them saints?” The psychiatrist had 
a simple response: “It depends what the voices tell 
them.” 
 If you murder another human being, we’ll 
lock you up. If you sell everything you own and 
give the money to the poor, we’ll call you a saint. A 
lot of people may be challenged to follow your ex-
ample. 
 I’m intrigued that my friend still tells this 
story decades after the fact. What message is worth 
spreading? What insight is worth handing on year 
after year? Real wisdom—truths tested against 
real human experience—shows where the voice 
of God has resonated in human hearts.

RICHES TO RAGS  
Why would a wealthy heiress 
leave a life of luxury for one of 
poverty and service? The life of 
Saint Katharine Drexel (1858–
1955) is a “riches to rags” story 
that turns the conventional 
American success story upside 
down. Katharine was the mid-
dle daughter of a wealthy, so-

cially prominent Philadelphia banker. Her father 
was convinced that their large fortune meant that 
God had greater expectations of them concerning its 
use. Katharine saw the impact of her family’s gener-
osity, which influenced her to devote her life and 
money to the poor. Initially she wanted simply to 
renounce her fortune. She even asked Pope Leo XIII 
to send missionary priests to serve Native Ameri-
cans. He suggested she do it herself, so Katharine 
gave up her place of privilege to found the Sisters of 
the Blessed Sacrament, devoted to serving African-
Americans and Native Americans. Using twenty 
million dollars of her own money, she founded over 
sixty schools and established Xavier University in 
New Orleans, the only Catholic university for Afri-
can-Americans. As they spread across the United 
States, Katharine and her sisters extended them-
selves tirelessly in caring for those on the margins of 
American society. Like the seventy disciples in to-
day’s Gospel, they and their work were despised by 
some. They were called vicious names and spat 
upon in the street. Mother Katharine, as her sisters 
called her, renounced wealth and embraced poverty 
because of her deep love for Jesus Christ, gratitude 
for his sacrifice on the cross, and desire to be united 
with him forever. In Jesus’ name, she and her sisters 
brought education, material assistance, and above 
all, the Good News to those despised or avoided by 
society at large. Blessed Sacrament Sisters continue 
serving today, bringing the message of today’s Gos-
pel: “The kingdom of God is at hand for you” (Luke 
10:9).

GUIDELINES FOR SCHEDULING BAPTISMS AT 
HOLY NAME CHURCH 

 
 Baptismal Preparation is required for those par-
ticipating in the sacrament. We offer these sessions, for 
the parents and godparents, every fourth Thursday of the 
month at the Pastoral Center at 7:30 P.M., or by appoint-
ment. The godparents may attend a class in their own 
location if needed, and bring a note of attendance. 
 The Baptism information form and a Parish Reg-
istration form (if needed) will be given out at the Prepara-
tion class and returned to the instructor or to the Pastoral 
Center at a later date. The time of the Baptism can then be 
scheduled with the Priest who will be performing the 
ceremony. 
 Baptisms are scheduled on Saturday mornings, 
after 10:00 am or Sunday mornings, after the last Mass 
(12:30 pm). Other arrangements can be made with the 
Pastor’s approval for alternate days and times. 

GUIDELINES FOR SCHEDULING  
WEDDINGS AT HOLY NAME CHURCH 

 
 The policy of the Roman Catholic Archdiocese of 
San Francisco states that arrangements for marriage are to 
be made at least six months in advance.  These months 
are meant to give couples the opportunity for prayerful 
reflection on Christian marriage and for consideration of 
their future life as "two who will be made one."  To assist 
you in this process, we offer you our Parish Marriage 
Preparation Program for all engaged couples, either 
through the Parish or the Archdiocese. 
 In order to have a marriage take place in the 
Church of Holy Name of Jesus, one of the parties request-
ing the marriage must be a practicing Catholic who: 
• Is presently living in the parish for more than six 

months 
• Has had some ties to the parish in the past (e.g. lived 

in the parish, went to school here, involved in our 
R.C.I.A. program, taught or was a staff member of 
our school) 

• Has parents still living in this parish. 
 
Contacting the Parish Secretary:  The couple contacts the 
parish secretary who will fill out a preliminary informa-
tion form by phone or in person.  A priest from the parish 
will contact the couple for an initial meeting. 
Meeting with the Priest or Deacon:  We will explain the 
nature of the Marriage Preparation Program and assist 
you in filling out the initial questionnaire.  A date and 
time for the marriage will be set.  This date will be held 
on a tentative basis until the Marriage Preparation Pro-
gram has been completed. When couples have completed 
their professional and spiritual evaluation and prepara-
tion, they meet with the priest celebrant to evaluate their 
readiness, need for additional preparation, complete all 
necessary paper work and plan their marriage liturgy. 

FUNERALS/MEMORIAL MASSES 
 

 Most funerals celebrated at Holy Name of Jesus 
are arranged with the assistance of the Funeral Directors 
(e.g. McAvoy & O’Hara, Duggans-Serra Mortuary, etc.). 
The staff of these funeral homes are aware of the funeral 
practices indicated here and will be very willing, in con-
junction with the Parish clergy and staff, to make appro-
priate arrangements for the celebration of the Funeral 
Rites of the Church.  
 The Funeral Directors normally contact the Parish 
Office when the family is at the office making the ar-
rangements, in order to coordinate the times and loca-
tions for the Church, Priest, and Music. We would also 
like to encourage you to meet with the priest presiding 
over the Funeral Mass a day or two prior to the funeral in 
order to go over the details of the Funeral liturgy.   Ar-
rangements may be made for Vigil Services, Funeral 
Masses, Memorial Masses, and Cemetery Burials:  
VIGILS: The visitation and the vigil service may be held 
at the funeral home or, if a large group of people are ex-
pected, at the church schedule permitting. The availabil-
ity of the church may obviously be affected by the Mass 
schedule or other liturgies already scheduled, e.g., a wed-
ding, solemn vespers, a penance service, adoration, etc. If 
you wish to hold the visitation and Vigil Service in the 
church, you should make this known early in the funeral 
planning process. This rite provides an opportunity for 
family members or close friends of the deceased to share 
remembrances and stories of the deceased. 
MASSES: In some cases, particularly those in which the 
deceased had not been faithfully practicing the Catholic 
faith, or cases in which there are very few Catholic mem-
bers of the deceased's family, it may be preferable to cele-
brate a funeral service rather than a Funeral Mass. The 
priest or deacon who is working with you in the funeral 
planning will assist in determining whether a funeral ser-
vice or Funeral Mass will be celebrated. The priest or dea-
con will also discuss the proper sequences of events in-
volved in the actual celebration of the Funeral Mass and 
all that is involved when a funeral service is held either at 
the church or the funeral home.  
CEMETERY BURIALS: If there are to be military or 
other rites celebrated at the cemetery, these should be 
celebrated last, with the rite of the Church to be cele-
brated first. The proper procedure for committal will be 
discussed by the parish clergy.  
CREMATIONS: The Church has a preference for intact 
burial of the human body of the deceased; however, if 
cremation is chosen by the deceased's loved ones and the 
reasons are not contrary to the faith, the Church allows 
ecclesiastical funeral rites to be celebrated. The further 
preference of the church is that cremation follows the cus-
tomary Funeral Mass or funeral service. After cremation, 
the cremains would be honored with burial in a blessed 
grace. It is not permitted to scatter the ashes.
