CONFIRMATION CLASSES

Confirmation classes will start on Monday
September 20th at 5:30 to 7:00 PM. The Sacrament of
Confirmation can be received in the 8t grade and
up. The age was established by the Episcopal
Conference and implemented, in the Archdiocese of
San Francisco.

The preparation time for confirmation is two
years. Students have two opportunities to come,
either on Saturdays from 10:00 AM to 12:00 or on
Monday evenings from 5:30 - 7:00 PM, to avoid
being absent. The Monday evening Confirmation
classes will start on September 13th.

The Sacrament of Confirmation:

¢ increases and deepens the grace of Baptism, im-
printing an indelible character of the soul

¢ strengthens the baptismal conferral of the Holy
Spirit on those confirmed in order to incorporate
them more firmly in Christ, strengthen their
bond with the Church, associate them more
closely with the Church’s mission, increase in
them the gifts of the Holy Spirit, and help them
bear witness to the Christian faith in words and
deeds

e teaches about the role of the Holy Spirit, his
gifts, and his fruits

e is developmentally appropriate and includes
retreat experiences

¢ includes instruction on the Rite of Confirmation
and its basic symbols: the imposition of hands,
the anointing with Sacred Chrism, and the
words of the sacramental formula

e ensures that parents and sponsors are involved
in the catechetical preparation of the children for
Confirmation

o teaches that the Bishop is the ordinary minister
of the Sacrament of Confirmation (in the Eastern
Catholic Churches, however, the priest is the or-
dinary minister of Chrismation)

lic, or to deepen their faith. If you know someone
who would like to attend or participate in this pro-
gram, please encourage them and invite them to the
class.

Have you ever been
guilty of looking at others your
own age and thinking, 'Surely, I
can't look that old!" Well....

While sitting in the wait-
ing room for my first appointment
with a new dentist, I noticed his DDS diploma, which
bore his full name. Suddenly, I remembered a tall, hand-
some, dark-haired boy with the same name had been in
my high school class some 40-odd years ago. Could he be
the same guy that I had a secret crush on, way back
then? Upon seeing him, however, I quickly discarded any
such thought.

This balding, gray-haired man with the deeply
lined face was way too old to have been my classmate.
After he examined my teeth, I asked him if he had
attended Morgan Park High School.

"Yes. Yes, I did. I'm a Mustang," he beamed
with pride.

"When did you graduate?" I asked.

He answered, "In 1959. Why do you ask?"

"You were in my class!" 1 exclaimed.

He looked at me closely. Then, that ugly, old, bald, wrin-
kled, gray-haired, decrepit man asked,

"What did you teach?"

Last week, I attended the 60th anniversary of
the foundation of our diocesan seminary, the Im-
maculate Heart of Mary Seminary, in Bohol, Philip-
pines. Part of the celebration was honoring the
Jubilarians, those who are celebrating their Golden
or 50th year, their Ruby anniversary or 40th year and
Silver or 25t year of priesthood this year.

Remember my story about a guy who in a
flattering way exclaimed to me, “you look like a
high school....” He stopped as I was beaming with
pride upon hearing his comment. Unfortunately, he
continued, “you look like a high school principal.”

HUMILITY

The biblical virtue of humility often gets mis-
translated in our world. Many think of humility as on-
going self-effacement or even self-degradation. Humil-
ity, as the scriptures use it, is a sense of true self-
awareness, of one’s capacities and abilities. A false hu-
mility is actually a kind of deceit, and is often a mask
for the face of arrogance that lies beneath it. Thus
Sirach today tells us not to seek what is too sublime for
us, or to search out what is beyond our strength. We
are called to have an awareness of what we are able to
grasp, and with what we are strong enough to con-
tend. Scriptural humility also has about it an openness
to the goodness of others and what is best in them.
That is why both Sirach and Luke’s Jesus instruct us
not to deny our own self-worth, but to be ready to ele-
vate and acclaim what is good or great in others. When
we live this way, we are closer to understanding how
God views all of us. We ought not place ourselves, but
others, first. In living this humble way, we are living
out of the heart of God, who is always ready to raise us
up in honor at the table of the heavenly banquet.

TWENTY-FIRST SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
Is 66:18-21 / Heb 12:5-7,11-13 / Lk 13:22-30

The disciples ask Jesus if many will be saved. He
responds that many will not come into the kingdom.
He later describes how people will come from north
and south, from east and west, from everywhere, to
eat at the great banquet of God. Jesus doesn’t say
how many will make it. He describes the path they
will take.

Christ calls us to see the connection of disci-
pline and love.

Are we able to walk this path?

We know already what it is to strive for a
goal. An athlete may love her sport but be
exhausted from practice. Training eyes and hands to
react consistently and to place the ball in a small
target will mean sweat and fatigue, even blisters and
failures along the way. But love of the game will
keep her on the path.

Musicians know that hours of rehearsal can
grow tedious. Fingers ache after repeating the same
patterns. They cramp and quit. But love of music
draws the musician to return again and again to
practice.

The beauty of a dancer’s seemingly effortless
steps — the graceful image that brings music and
light and movement into harmony —come after
years of discipline.

We know that what is worth achieving takes
effort, practice, and discipline. What our heart wants
most deeply will eventually
require what is deepest in us. It may be painful to
bring our deepest love out into the air and light.

Could we be happy, could we be fulfi lled,
settling for less? The kingdom of God is calling what
is deepest in us.

My son, do not disdain the discipline of the Lord
or lose heart when reproved by him; for whom the Lord
loves, he disciplines.
