CONFIRMATION CLASSES

Confirmation classes will start on Monday
September 13thth from 5:30 to 7:00 PM. The Sacra-
ment of Confirmation can be received in the 8t
grade and up. The age was established by the Epis-
copal Conference and implemented, in the Archdio-
cese of San Francisco.

The preparation time for confirmation is two
years. Students have two opportunities to come,
either on Saturdays from 10:00 AM to 12:00 or on
Monday evenings from 5:30 - 7:00 PM, to avoid
being absent. The Monday evening Confirmation
classes will start on September 13th.

The Sacrament of Confirmation:

e increases and deepens the grace of Baptism, im-
printing an indelible character of the soul

¢ strengthens the baptismal conferral of the Holy
Spirit on those confirmed in order to incorporate
them more firmly in Christ, strengthen their
bond with the Church, associate them more
closely with the Church’s mission, increase in
them the gifts of the Holy Spirit, and help them
bear witness to the Christian faith in words and
deeds

e teaches about the role of the Holy Spirit, his
gifts, and his fruits

e is developmentally appropriate and includes
retreat experiences

¢ includes instruction on the Rite of Confirmation
and its basic symbols: the imposition of hands,
the anointing with Sacred Chrism, and the
words of the sacramental formula

e ensures that parents and sponsors are involved
in the catechetical preparation of the children for
Confirmation

e teaches that the Bishop is the ordinary minister
of the Sacrament of Confirmation (in the Eastern
Catholic Churches, however, the priest is the or-
dinary minister of Chrismation)

TWENTY-THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Wis 9:13—18b / Phim 9-10, 12—17 / Lk 14:25-33

In Luke’s Gospel today, Jesus talks to the big crowds
following him. That audience extends through time and
embraces us. We're traveling with him too. And today
we hear Jesus teaching with “hard sayings”: If we don’t
hate those we love, if we don’t hate even our own life,
we cannot keep following him.

Can Jesus possibly mean for us to hate others
and ourselves? One explanation for his choice of
words is that in his time and place, such words could
be used in this stark way to make a strong point. The
love we have for Jesus should make all our
other loves pale in comparison.

This could mean our priorities won’t be under-
stood by others. Sometimes even those closest to us
won’t get what we’re doing. If serving God is our top
priority, sometimes our other priorities will simply look
like—well, like they’re not our top priority. Other priori-
ties may look neglected.

Christ is challenging us. Where does our heart
find itself? Where will we know who we are? Where will
| find fulfillment? We’re challenged then to ask, are
other things in the way?

In most of our lives, we're asked to love the
Lord through our love of others. We're asked to serve
God through our work, through our choices in how we
spend money, through our decisions about how we
use our time. Most days it's not an either/or decision
between God and the world; it's a process of figuring
out how to serve God in the world.

We can all be tempted, though, to lose our bal-
ance, to lose our focus. Then Jesus’ words are a “gut’
check—a “heart” check.

We often speak
of the “crosses”
we must carry

in life. These
can range from
loss of a job to
a serious or terminal illness to unhealthy relation-
ships, and so on. The cross has become the wide-
ranging metaphor for the trials, ills, and discomforts
that are part and parcel of every human life. While
we all understand this use of the word “cross,” it
does a disservice to what the Jesus of the Gospels
means by it. For him, a “cross” is not something that
fate, bad luck, or unfortunate circumstances foists
upon one. It is, instead, something one chooses,
something one embraces.

For Jesus, carrying the cross in discipleship
was the rejection of earthly possessions or status, it

was the sundering of bonds of kinship or friendship.

It was, above all, the necessary kind of self-
sacrificing, self-surrendering choice one had to
make in order to be a true disciple. When life hands
us a “cross,” we pray to the Lord to give us strength
to bear it. If we are to be true disciples, we must also
pray for the strength to reach out and willingly ac-
cept a cross as well. To bear up, with God’s grace,
under the burdens that are not of our own choosing
does take a strong faith. But to walk willingly under
the weight of the cost of discipleship shows an even
stronger desire to spread the gospel of Jesus Christ.
